 TIPS FOR EARLY LEARNING PROJECTS

· Hold a Recycled Art Exhibition for your early learning centre.  Create art from recycled materials, invite family and friends to the exhibition – raise funds for the centre or donate the money to the of planting trees. · Hold a jam session with your Recycled Rock Orchestra.  Ask the kids to gather items from home which can be used as musical instruments – drums: ice cream containers, maracas: plastic bottles filled with pasta, didgeridoos: toilet rolls & cling film rolls, empty jars filled with water: chimes. 
· Recycled Jewellery similar to pasta jewellery, cut old plastic textas or collect into beautiful jewels – can be worn as a necklace or bracelet.  Take it a step further and create a recycled jewellery box to keep their treasures in a safe spot.
· Recycled Art pinboard collect corks from home, adhere to a piece of plywood (or preferably recycled timber) and there’s somewhere to display those works of art.
· Stop those winter drafts old socks with holes that end up in the bin, can be sown together, filled with rice or grains and used as a door seal.  Off course, old socks make perfect hand puppets for those special performances.
· Papier mache is great way to get creative and recycle old magazines and newspapers from home for art projects.
· Watch nature in action and start a worm farm.  Everyone at your centre can get involved and each tonne of organic matter you divert from the rubbish bin will prevent the creation of a third of tonne of greenhouse gases in landfill. · Personalised storage solutions can be created from any old box, ice cream container or jars for your centre or at home.  Encourage the kids to paint, glue or draw their name and face on their very own storage solution for their worldly possessions.
